_____  3.  Essay is typed, double-spaced in 12-point Times New Roman or Arial font.  One-inch page margins are used, with the start of each paragraph being indented five spaces.  Page numbers are included.  (1 Point)

_____  4.  The essay follows the format (i.e., a two-page letter to the editor and one page of analysis) given in the assignment.  (2 Points)

_____   5.  Body of the essay describes and then analyzes the point of view of a Hoosier soldier during the Civil War.  Illustrations and/or examples from letters read in class as well as information presented during the Civil War unit are incorporated into the essay.  (14 Points)

_____  6.  Paper is no more and no less than three pages.  (2 Points)
